Tower Challenge

Designing, Building, and Testing your Prototype – 20 minutes

· Take out 2 pieces of paper – copy paper for building , notebook paper for planning.
· Take out scissors
· Get 30 cm of tape from teacher
· Draw design of tower you plan to build (label sizes of pieces of paper and length of pieces of tape)
· Build a “trial” tower using 1 piece white paper, scissors, and 30 cm of tape.

· Throw away all pieces of white copy paper + left over tape
Designing, Building, and Testing your Final Tower – 20 minutes

· Take out 1 piece of pink paper
· Get a new 30 cm piece of tape from teacher
· Draw Final design of tower you plan to build (label sizes of pieces of paper and length of pieces of tape)
· Build a tower using 1 piece of Pink paper, scissors, and 30 cm of tape.
GUIDELINES
· You may get 2 “unofficial” measurements of your tower – but the 3rd time it is measured is the final “official” measurement for the challenge.

· Towers must be built with only one piece of paper and 30 cm of tape
· Tower must be “free-standing” – the tower may NOT be attached at the base to any surface or be leaning against anything
· Tower must stand upright on it’s own for 10 seconds or more

WHO WINS???

· Over 50 cm = GOOD
· Over 80 cm = OUTSTANDING
· Over 100 cm = SPECTACULAR
· Over 150 cm = A MASTERPIECE OF DESIGN !
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
